Supplementary Report

Goulburn 11 March 2021

Race 7: Divalls Earthmoving Maiden Plate 1600m

Stonehenge – Stewards today continued their inquiry into the death of Stonehenge after it broke down in its near-foreleg near the 1050m and was subsequently euthanised. Evidence was taken from trainer Mr J O’Shea and he also provided the veterinary and stable treatment records for the relevant period for the gelding. A veterinary report completed by Dr J Saltet detailed that the gelding had suffered a comminuted fracture of its near-fore fore medial sesamoid. As the Stewards were satisfied that there was no significant pre-existing injury/condition that may have led or contributed to Stonehenge suffering the injury, the inquiry was concluded.
RACE 1: Core Developments Handicap 1200m
Pride Of Ireland – Slow to begin and hampered soon after by danish Prince which shifted out. Over-raced in the early and middle stages.
I Like Big Putts – Raced keenly in the middle stages. Passing the 50m was brushed by Danish Prince which shifted in.

Danish Prince – Passing the 50m shifted in and brushed I Like Big Putts.

Never Astern – Slow to begin.

Big Baz – Crowded on jumping by Pride Of Ireland which was taken out.
RACE 2: LJ Hooker Gunghalin Handicap 1000m
Hey Dugee – As M Travers was ill, Stewards permitted M Heagney to be substituted as the rider of the gelding. Passing the 700m was restrained from the heels of Kibosh which was being eased by its rider.
Shecago – Change of tactics: To be ridden more forward; slow to begin and taken out by Capital Reign soon after and settled back. Raced three-wide throughout. On straightening was inconvenienced by King Coni which became unbalanced and shifted out.
Capital Reign – Passing the 250m, ran out abruptly and then continued to hang out and shifted very wide on the track despite the efforts of its rider to keep it straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr G Portelli was told that the gelding would be required to barrier trial to the Steward’s satisfaction prior to being permitted to race again.
RACE 3: West Belconnen Warriors RLFC Handicap 1000m
The start was delayed when Russbuss had to be re-saddled behind the start.
Russbuss – Slow to begin.

No Doubt A Star – Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of the gelding, rider J Van Overmeire stated that in his view his mount did not appreciate today’s firm surface and in his view would prefer tracks with more give in the ground. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to have bled from its right nostril. Trainer Mr D Pfieffer was told that under the provisions of AR79(8) the gelding would be required to complete a satisfactory gallop of at least 1000m metres in the presence of a Steward before it would be permitted to race again.
Nicci’s Song – Passing the 150m was inconvenienced by Russbuss which shifted out slightly. When questioned regarding the performance of the filly, rider J Penza stated that his mount did not show the early speed it had displayed at its most recent start at Albury on 19 March 2021 and was disappointing in its failure to respond to his riding in the straight before weakening inside the final 200m. He further added that in his view his mount was also not entirely comfortable on the shifting Good (4) track conditions and would prefer a firmer surface. A post-race veterinary examination of the filly did not reveal any abnormality.
RACE 4: Exact Electrical Plate 1600m
Genjiro – Slow to begin.
Choosday Nights – Hung out rounding the home turn and in the early part of the straight.

Knuckle Warrier – Laid in in the straight. Rider B McDougall was spoken to regarding the use of his whip inside the final 100m when his mount had established a clear and winning lead.

Bon Chovee – When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider J Penza stated that his mount felt awkward in its action rounding the home turn and did not stretch out and as he was concerned regarding his mount’s action it was not tested in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr A McRae was advised that in his view the gelding has an awkward but sound action when it is on its left leg. Mr McRae told that the gelding, which was beaten 42L, would be required to barrier trial to the Stewards satisfaction but also that a veterinary clearance would be required before it trialled.
RACE 5: Rooney Concrete Services Handicap 1400m
Costa Chin Chin – Rider S Miller was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in Accordance with the policy.
Damit – As app M Waters was injured, Stewards permitted J Ford to be substituted as the rider of the gelding when there was no other available apprentice jockey.
RACE 6: TAB Federal 1200m
Perfect Pitch – Crowded on jumping by Lolita Gold which shifted in. When questioned regarding the performance of the mare, rider B McDougall stated that in his view his mount raced flat today and did not respond to his riding in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the mare did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr K Dryden advised that he was not altogether disappointed with the performance of the mare which in his view was dropped down in distance today as there were no immediately suitable races available and said that the mare would be stepped up in distance again for its next race start. 
Ons Vier – Crowded on jumping.

My Blue Jeans – Bumped on jumping by Royal Monarch which shifted out.

Royal Monarch – Shifted out at the start and bumped My Blue Jeans.
RACE 7: Pacific Facilities Management Handicap 1300m
Dance Too Hard – When questioned regarding the performance of the mare, rider Ms J Taylor stated that her mount was slow to begin and was then unsuited when the speed of the race was genuine. She added that whilst her mount initially improved well into the race, the mare was nevertheless disappointing in its failure to finish its race off. A post-race veterinary examination of the mare did not reveal any abnormality.
Sisseck – Slow to begin. Raced three-wide throughout.

Everyone – Change of tactics: Option to be further forward; settled worse than mid-field. On return to scale rider B Loy stated that in his view his mount did not appreciate today’s firm surface and would be better suited on ground with more give in it. A post-race veterinary examination of the filly did not reveal any abnormality.
Diamond Class – App D Budler represented by trainer Mr K Dryden was found guilty of a charge under AR131(b) of having failed to ride his mount out over the final three strides. App D Budler’s permit to ride in races was suspended for a period to commence on Friday 16 April 2021 and to expire on Thursday 22 April 2021 on which day he may ride. In assessing penalty Stewards took into consideration that Diamond Class, which was placed 4th, was beaten a short head from the 3rdth placed Divine Future.

RACE 8: Relaxed Living Landscapes Plate 1300m
Epizeel – As app Ms H Ede was injured, Stewards permitted app D Budler to be substituted as the rider of the gelding. Slow to begin.
Legal Challenge – Slow to begin. Passing the 1150m was restrained for the heels of Unique Price (B Owen) which shifted in when not clear. In all the circumstances, rider B Owen was reprimanded (AR131(a)).

Last Quest – Slow to begin. Inside the final 50m was taken out by Legal Challenge (B McDougall) which shifted out under pressure. B McDougall was advised to exercise more care.
Dubai Centre – When questioned, rider Ms K Nisbet stated that her mount pulled hard and as a consequence weakened inside the final 200m where it was also inclined to hang in. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.

Deep Encounter – Passing the 1150m was eased when crowded by Legal Challenge which had been taken in.
Mr Plucka – When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider J Ford stated that whilst his mount was obliged to race three-wide throughout, it was under pressure from the 700m and did not run on from this point. He added that in his view the gelding may be better suited ridden further back and with the application of blinkers at its next start. Trainer Ms Parker agreed with the sentiments of her rider and said that whilst the intention was to be forward again today, the gelding was trapped wide, still a maturing horse and in her view may not have been comfortable on the shifting track conditions as well as sustaining a minor injury in the race. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to have a minor laceration to the inside of its near-hind leg.
Epizeel – After the 200m was eased in to improve to the inside of Asserting which was shifting in.

Da Blitz – Over-raced in the middle stages.
Summary of whip use:

Stewards noted the following riders exceeded the permitted strikes of the whip prior to the 100m under AR137A(5)(a)(ii). Bearing in mind the totality of whip use, no action was taken.
