Track: Good (4), upgraded to Good (3) at 4:00pm following Race 5.
Rail: + 3m entire

RACE 1: LandHQ Handiap 1200m
Gem Dealer – Began only fairly. Raced keenly in the middle stages.

Major Time – Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

Lady Demi – Rider T Berry was reminded of his obligations to ride his mounts out fully to the end of the race.
RACE 2: Seppelt Plate 2000m
Knuckle Warrier – Trainer Mr K Dryden was fined the sum of $200 for the late declaration of B McDougall as the rider of the gelding, N Rawiller as the rider of Perfect Pitch (Race 3) and Kermantin (Race 4), and B McDougall as the rider of Poker Dice (Race 7).
Kristalove – The mare, which was found to have a minor healing laceration to its right hip was examined by the Club’s veterinary officer and passed fit to start. Co-trainer Mr A Bott was reminded of his obligations to report any occurrence which may affect the performance of an engaged runner.

Casa De Reign – Slow to begin. Over-raced throughout the middle stages.

Lord Desanimaux – Slow to begin.
Dark Alibi – Passing the 1300m was taken three-wide by Lord Desanimaux.
RACE 3: Canprint Communications Handicap 1400m
Lunar Rain - Trainer Mr J Coyle was fined the sum of $50 under AR65 for failing to produce the Thoroughbred Identity Card for the mare.
Temoin Chaud – The mare, which had kicked out in its tie-up stall prior to entering the mounting enclosure, was examined by the Club’s veterinary officer after arriving in the mounting enclosure and when found to be lame in its near-hind leg (grade 4/5) was a late scratching at 2:25pm. Stewards ordered that all monies invested on Temoin Chaud be refunded in full and further that all successful bets placed with bookmakers prior to 2:25pm be subject to the following deductions in the dollar on the face value of the ticket:


1st: Zelago: 13c win and 12c place


2nd: Perfect Pitch: 12c place


3rd: Mandalong Nicko: 14c place

Trainer Mr N Olive was told that he would be required to provide a veterinary clearance prior to the mare being permitted to race again.

Zardoro – Began awkwardly. Held up rounding the home turn.
El Coyote – Slow to begin.

De Valera – Near the 200m was eased when initially disappointed for a run between Lunar Rain and Mandalong Nicko which shifted out.

Underground Music – Slow to begin. When questioned, rider T Berry stated that rounding the home turn his mount commenced to feel uncomfortable in its action and despite being placed under pressure it did not respond to his riding at any time in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the mare did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr K Goldman could offer no explanation for the performance and advised that the mare had pleased in its work in the lead up to today’s race. Mr Goldman undertook to report back on the progress of the mare in the days subsequent.
RACE 4: TAB Federal Riharna Thompson Memorial Handicap 1200m
Glamour Runs Deep – Turned its head to the right as the start was effected and was slow to begin (2L). Near the 300m was eased and shifted in to avoid Bombulla Boy which suffered interference and shifted in. Passing the 50m had to be shifted to the outside of Important Product to continue into clear running.
Spicy Restaurant – Stable foreperson Mr A Day was told that a warning would be recorded against the gelding, which was unsettled in the barriers as the start was effected and missed the start (4L).

Kermantin – Rider N Rawiller was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in accordance with the overweight policy. Over-raced in the early and middle stages and passing the 450m improved onto the heels of Glamour Runs Deep and had to be checked.

Sifu – Raced wide throughout.

Taylor Be Swift – Raced three-wide throughout.

Bombulla Boy – Passing the 350m was restrained when attempting to improve between Important Product which shifted out marginally and Lenny’s Lad (app P Scorse) which shifted in. App P Scorse was advised to exercise more care.

Off To Moe’s – Passing the 150m was steadied when disappointed for a run between Taylor Be Swift and Sifu both of which shifted ground.
RACE 5: Affinity Constructions Australia Quality Open Sprint 1000m
Mossman George – Rider T Marquand was permitted to ride his mount 1kg overweight in accordance with the overweight policy.
Demonstrate – Slow to begin.

Wayupinthesky – Slow to begin.

Cradle Mountain – Raced wide throughout.

Brazenpine – Raced three-wide throughout.

Flat Heaven – When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider T Clark stated that whilst his mount was obliged to race wide throughout, in his view it did not appreciate today’s firm surface. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.

Up Trumpz – Held up rounding the home turn and for a short distance passing the 200m and again passing the 100m when it was restrained when racing in restricted room on the back of Wayupinthesky and to the inside of Cradle Mountain.

Following the running of this race the track was upgraded to a Good (3) at 4:00pm.

RACE 6: Seears Workwear National Sprint 1400m
Thy Kingdom Come – Rider H Bowman was permitted to ride his mount 1kg overweight in accordance with the overweight policy. Slow to begin.
Just Thinkin’ – Knuckled on jumping.

Brave Song – Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider J McDonald stated that his mount did not travel at any stage of the event and failed to let down in the straight and was disappointing. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality. Co-trainer Mr Paul Snowden advised that in light of today’s performance the gelding would now be spelled.

Poetic Charmer - Co-trainer Mr Paul Snowden advised that in light of today’s performance the gelding would now be spelled.

Ruthless Agent – Raced keenly in the middle stages.

Commander – Passing the 250m when weakening had to be restrained when tightened between Ruthless Agent and Brave Song both of which shifted ground.
Handle The Truth – On return to scale and after entering the winners stall, the gelding kicked out and sustained a laceration to its near-hind leg, for which it required the attention of the official veterinarian.
RACE 7: John McGrath Auto Group Black Opal Stakes 1200m
Solar Winds – Slow to begin and then over-race in the early and middle stages.
Poker Dice – Slow to begin.

Akihiro – Slow to begin.

Construct – Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance of the colt, rider T Marquand stated that after getting back in the field his mount did not respond to his riding in the straight and was disappointing. A post-race veterinary examination of the colt did not reveal any abnormality. Co-trainer Mr Paul Snowden undertook to report back on the progress of the colt in the days subsequent and also the colt’s immediate racing plans.

Bourbon Flyer – Passing the 300m was contacted by Kalishnikov which shifted out. Rider H Bowman was fined the sum of $700 under AR131(b) for failing to ride his mount, which was placed 6th, beaten a short half head from the 5th placed Bacchanalia, out over the final stride and a half.
RACE 8: PFD Food Services Handicap 1000m
London Gal – Slow to begin. When questioned, rider B McDougall stated that after being slow to begin his mount was obliged to race wide throughout however he was nevertheless disappointed with his mount’s effort to finish off its race. A post-race veterinary examination of the filly did not reveal any abnormality.
Mr Aloysius – Slow to begin.

To The Nines – Bounded on jumping.

Departing Bullet – Raced wide throughout.

Merc – After the 100m Rider Ms R King dropped her whip.

Are Zhu Ready – Near the winning post was contacted by Shamus Dream which was taken out by To The Nines (T Berry) which shifted out under riding after initially being taken out slightly by Merc. T Berry was advised to exercise more care.
Shamus Dream – Near the winning post was contacted by To The Nines which shifted out.

Summary of whip use:

Stewards noted the following rider exceeded the permitted strikes of the whip prior to the 100m under AR137A(5)(a)(ii). Bearing in mind the totality of whip use, no action was taken.
