Supplementary Report

Acton Track 24 February 2021

Real Impact – Choice Blend 2017 – Stewards today continued their inquiry into the death of the 3 year-old bay gelding (Real Impact – Choice Blend) after it broke down in its near-foreleg soon after passing the winning post and was subsequently euthanised. Evidence today was taken from trainer Mr M Miladinovic who provided is treatment records for the relevant period for the gelding and also evidence from his stable’s veterinarian that the gelding had no veterinary history. Evidence was also provided by Chief Steward Mr J Walshe in respect to his inspection of the surface, following the breakdown, which revealed no obvious issues with the track. A necropsy report conducted by the University Veterinary Teaching Hospital Camden, concluded that the gelding suffered an open, comminuted fracture of the left fore cannon bone. As the Stewards were satisfied that there was no pre-existing injury/condition that may have led or contributed to the gelding suffering the catastrophic injury, the inquiry was concluded.

RACE 1: John McGrath Auto Group Handicap 1000m
Missile Magic – As S Guymer was late arriving on course Stewards permitted B Owen to be substituted as the rider of the gelding. Given S Guymer’s unblemished record in respect to such matters, he was reprimanded under AR127(1). Slipped behind on jumping and lost ground.
Cops And Robbers – Slow to begin.

Delightful Dream – Co-trainer Mr M Jones was told that a warning would be recorded against the gelding, which ran out abruptly passing the 250m after being struck by the whip. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
Make A Promise – Began awkwardly and contacted its hindquarter on the left gate and lost ground and blundered soon after. On return to scale, rider app Ms E Hennessy reported that on straightening, her mount became very unbalanced and then felt uncomfortable in its action and as she was concerned that her mount may have gone amiss, she did not test it for the remainder of the race. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the mare to have sustained minor lacerations to both hind legs. Trainer Mr J Hoy was told that the mare would be required to barrier trial to the Steward’s satisfaction prior to being permitted to race again.
RACE 2: Rob Potter Racing Plate 1000m
Lenny’s Lad – Trainer Mr M Miladinovic was fined the sum of $100 under LR42(1) for failing to withdraw the gelding, which was a dual acceptor, from this race by the prescribed time.

Jesta Diva – Behind the start, the filly threw its head back contacting rider app Ms E Hennessy on the forehead. Ms E Hennessy was examined by the Club’s ambulance officers and cleared to fulfil this riding engagement. Due to this delay, all loaded horses were removed from their barrier stalls whilst Ms Hennessy was tended to.

Bedouin Bear – Slow to begin.
Timaru – Slow to begin.

Grand Lusitano – Soon after straightening was inconvenienced by Jesta Diva (app Ms E Hennessy) which shifted out when not clear. Ms Hennessy was advised to exercise more care.
RACE 3: NVS Paving And Landscaping Handicap 1300m
Aidenabet – Slow to begin.
Off To Moe’s – Rider S Miller was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight under the overweight policy. Contacted on jumping by Mahrem Bay which shifted in.

Mahrem Bay – On jumping, shifted in and bumped Off To Moe’s.

Lenny’s Lad – Over-raced in the middle stages.

Destiny’s Republic – Ran out after the 150m.

Hallucinations – Raced greenly in the straight.

Tidewater – Contacted on jumping. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding which was beaten 24L did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr D Gorrel was told that a warning would be recorded against the gelding in relation to its lack of competitiveness.
Samasay – Shifted out at the start and made contact with Tidewater. A post-race veterinary examination of the filly which raced three-wide throughout did not reveal any abnormality.
RACE 4: TAB Federal 1300m
The Bald Eagle – Raced three-wide throughout.
Ons Vier – When questioned, rider B Loy stated that although it was not his intention to lead today, when his mount began particularly well and from his draw, his mount raced in the more prominent position today.
RACE 5: TAB Long May We Play Handicap 2000m
Whiskey Jack – Bumped soon after the start by Resort which was taken out by St Anton which in turn was taken out by St Anton. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider M Bell stated that his mount travelled well until the 800m but when he commenced to urge his mount along at this point, it did not respond to his riding and passing the 600m started to give ground and as it continued to weaken upon straightening he did not test it for the remainder of the race. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr T Smart advised that in his view, the gelding did not handle today’s worn Soft (6) track conditions. Mr Smart was told that the gelding would be required to barrier trial to the Steward’s satisfaction prior to being permitted to race again.
Dawnlight – Raced keenly in the middle stages.

Canford Calling – Raced keenly in the middle stages.

Larmour – When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of the mare, rider B Owen stated that from his wide draw when trapped wide leaving the straight on the first occasion, he was obliged to come back where his mount settled further back than anticipated. He added that passing the 800m when his mount travelled into the deteriorating section of the track, it was under pressure from this point and did not respond to his riding in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the mare did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr N Olive concurred with the views of his rider insofar as the mare not being comfortable on the worn Soft track conditions.
RACE 6: Greg Burke Racing Management Handicap 1600m
Nieces And Nephews – Rider app P Scorse was fined the sum of $300 under AR132(7)(a)(ii) for using his whip on nine occasions prior to the 100m, four more times than is permitted under the Rule.
Shaddy – Slow to begin.

Land Ahoy – Slow to begin.

Exotic Deel – Hung out under pressure over the final 200m. Rider B Owen was spoken to and told that bearing in mind his mount had shifted significant ground inside the final 200m he should have made a more concerted effort to straighten his mount.
Loafing – Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider B McDougall stated that his mount raced flat throughout and after having a significant space between its 30 January 2021 run at Rosehill and Canberra on 8 March 2021 at Canberra, may then not have backed up so soon being 9 days after that race. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in its off-foreleg (grade 2/5). Trainer Mr K Dryden advised that the gelding would be sent for a spell but was told that a veterinary clearance would be required prior to resuming.
Butch’N’Bugs – When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider B Spriggs stated that his mount proved disappointing as it did not travel at any stage of the race and had raced like a tired horse. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality. Trainer Mr P Green advised that the gelding had had a lengthy preparation and would consequently now be spelled.
RACE 7: Players Paradise Grant Plate 1600m
Lake Tai – Crowded on jumping after being contacted by Rhthmo, which shifted in. Raced three-wide throughout.
Vallauris – Began awkwardly. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider B McDougall stated that in the early stages his mount was shuffled further back when it had to be restrained from the heels of White Emperor which was being ridden conservatively by its rider. He also added that his mount was not suited making ground on the worn surface from the 800m and whilst his mount was plain in its effort in the straight, given these circumstances, he was not altogether disappointed with its effort. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
Hoystryke – Passing the 1000m when over-racing, had to be restrained from the heels of Sonrojado.

White Emperor – When questioned regarding his riding of the gelding in the early stages and as to why he did not attempt to ride more positively to hold a position on the back of Port Douglas, rider S Miller stated that he was told by the trainer that the gelding had been inclined to hang out badly last start at Leeton on 27 February 2021 and for this reason, he was instructed to ride his mount conservatively so as to keep it relaxed with the aim of it racing more tractably. Trainer Mr K Weir confirmed the instructions and his advice respect to the racing manners of the gelding.
Barrier Trial
Trainer Mr R Potter was fined the sum of $50 under AR65 for failing to produce the Thoroughbred Identity Card for White Liar.
Summary of whip use:

Stewards noted the following riders exceeded the permitted strikes of the whip prior to the 100m under AR137A(5)(a)(ii). Bearing in mind the totality of whip use, no action was taken.
