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STIPENDIARY STEWARDS REPORT

RACE 1: NVS Paving And Landscaping Handicap 1400m
Meladia – Raced three-wide throughout.
Elegant Carriage – Held up rounding the home turn and in the early part of the straight.

RACE 2: TAB Long May We Play Handicap 1300m
Capri Lane – Change of tactics: To be ridden more forward; settled on-pace.
Shenandoah – Over-raced in the middle stages and near the 850m had to be checked away from the heels of Capri Lane.

Yousay Bolt – Slow to begin.

Pragmatism – Slow to begin.
RACE 3: John McGrath Auto Group Maiden Plate 1200m
Kermatin – Rider B Owen was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in accordance with the overweight policy. Slow to begin.
Rubaiya – Stewards permitted the late removal of the ear-muffs from the mare given that whilst the mare trialled with that gear at Canberra on 17 March 2021 the stable had never declared that gear and the mare had never previously raced in that gear. Public announcements were made. Rider N Heywood dropped his whip passing the 100m.

Soldier’s Desire – Over-raced in the middle stages. Rider J Innes Jnr dropped his whip passing the 50m.

Mr Plucka – Change of tactics: To be ridden more forward; settled outside lead.
Out Now – Bounded on jumping and lost ground (2L).

Sifu – Passing the 850m pulled its way to the inside of Soldier’s Desire where there was insufficient room and had to be checked.

Epizeel – Slow to begin.

RACE 4: TAB Federal 1000m
Ballista – Began awkwardly.
Express Courier – Slow to begin.

Look Only – Was a little slow to begin.

Prairie Fire – Passing the 850m was eased from the heels of The Unknown Factor (app Ms H Ede) which shifted in when not quite clear. App Ms H Ede was advised to exercise more care. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider N Heywood stated that in his view his mount failed to carry its big impost of 67.5kg and he was not as such, disappointed in his mount’s effort. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.

RACE 5: Affinity Constructions Australia Plate 2000m
King Ratel – As L Magorrian consumed fluids following his ride in Race 1 due to his submission that he was dehydrated, he was then overweight and was subsequently unable to fulfil this engagement. L Maggorrian was also examined by the Club’s ambulance officers who reported him to have no health concerns. Stewards subsequently permitted Ms J Taylor to be substituted as the rider of the gelding. Held up rounding the home turn.
Californian – After entering the course proper, proved reluctant to proceed forward and after rearing, subsequently made contact with the outside colorbond rail and after being examined by the official veterinarian upon arrival at the start, was passed fit to race. Stable representative Mr S McLean was advised that a warning would be recorded against the filly concerning its pre-race manners. When questioned regarding the performance of the filly rider B Lerena stated that his mount had been fractious in the barriers in addition to its poor pre-race behaviour after being led out onto the track prior to the race. He added that whilst this may have been a factor in his mount’s disappointing performance today, the filly was also disadvantaged by being challenged in the lead from the 1400m. Stable representative Mr G Lobb advised that the filly had displayed poor pre-race behaviour at its most recent start at Orange on 21 March 2021 and again today and with travel, may be giving indication that it has come to the end of its preparation. Mr Lobb said that consideration was now being given to the filly’s immediate racing future and undertook to have the stable report back in relation to this matter. A post-race veterinary examination of the filly did not reveal any abnormality.
Zean – Raced three-wide throughout.

Sweet Anna – Over-raced for some distance after passing the winning post on the first occasion.
RACE 6: Iron Jack Handicap 1200m
Salute To The Sun – Rider M Bell was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in accordance with the overweight policy.

General Dubai – Slow to begin.
Bonhomie – Slow to begin.

Manila Thriller – Raced wide throughout.

Embeller – Raced three-wide throughout.

Kahaylaan – Pulled hard in the middle stages and passing the 750m had to be restrained away from the heels of Beauchamp and continued to pull hard when it was held up rounding the home turn.

Miss Magnum – Held up rounding the home turn and in the early part of the straight.

Grazie - Passing the 750m got its head up when over-racing.

Beauchamp – Raced keenly in the middle stages.

Rocketing To Win – When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of the gelding, rider B Spriggs stated that his mount was held up at a vital stage of the race making the home turn when his mount would have been better suited rolling along and furthermore, as it had failed to finish off its race, may have needed the run given that it had been five weeks between runs. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
RACE 7: Canprint Communications Handicap 1600m
Mohahna – Trainer Mr N Olive was fined the sum of $100 under LR35 for the late declaration of B Owen as the rider of the gelding. Raced wide throughout.
Blazing Zone – Due to a miscommunication in the engagement of A Sweeney as the rider of the gelding when he held an engagement in the same race on Just A Hustler, Stewards permitted N Heywood to be substituted as the rider of the gelding.

Via Condotti – On return to scale, rider A Layt reported that near the finish his mount felt uncomfortable in its action and appeared to go amiss. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the mare to have bowed its near-fore tendon. Trainer Mr S Wilson was told that he would be required to provide a veterinary clearance prior to the mare also being required to barrier trial to the Steward’s satisfaction prior to being permitted to race again.

Sisseck – When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding rider S Miller stated that his mount pulled hard in the race and was not entirely suited given the moderate tempo of the race and did not respond to his riding in the straight. Trainer Mr K Dryden stated that whilst the gelding may have been a little disappointing, in his view the gelding got further back than he anticipated and was therefore disadvantaged. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
Summary of whip use:

Stewards noted the following rider exceeded the permitted strikes of the whip prior to the 100m under AR137A(5)(a)(ii). Bearing in mind the totality of whip use, no action was taken.
